OUT OF THE BLUE: SPECIFYING THE SEMANTIC NATURE OF THE IDIOM

The paper analyses semantic nature of the idiom ‘out of the blue’ within an approach, developed in the
last few years, which ignores idioms as semantically non-compositional word groups whose meaning
cannot be deduced from the meaning of its constituents. The proposed approach is based on identify-
ing the source domain scenario of the idiom as a verbal model of human experience, which allows to
reveal the figurative and evaluative potential of the idiom. The issue of the differences between idi-
omatic word combinations and compound words often treated as idioms in dictionaries is also being
outlined and the criteria for their differentiation are discussed. Refs 11.

If, twelve months ago, someone had told me that Id be relying on a ‘Foodbank’ to feed me,
I would have laughed at them; life was going swimmingly.

Then, out of a clear blue sky, I found myself handed a series of events that were both
unexpected and out of my control. I found my income cut off with, sadly, my financial
commitments remaining. Before I knew it, I had mere pennies in my bank account and no
food in my fridge.

Whilst I'd assumed that the welfare state that Id paid into for years would help me, 1
found that Id been pretty much hung out to dry. Every Government and Local Authority
avenue I tried proved to be hopeless. Quite simply there was nothing available in the ‘system’
for people like me.

By the time I found the foodbank, I hadn’t eaten for three days and I was desperate.

If I'm honest, there’s far more embarrassment than pleasure having to go cap-in-hand to
a food charity. That said, they treated me with understanding, compassion and moreover, like
